The true story of Sir Nicholas 'Nicky' Winton, a young London broker
who, in the months leading up to World War II, rescued 669
predominantly Jewish children before the Nazis closed the borders of
Czechoslovakia. Nicky visited Prague in December 1938 and found
families who had fled the rise of the Nazis in Germany and Austria,
living in desperate conditions.

And his commandments are not burdensome, for
whatever is born of God conquers the world. And this is the victory that
conquers the world, our faith.

This is the one who came by water and blood, Jesus Christ, not with the
water only but with the water and the blood. And the Spirit is the one that
testifies, for the Spirit is the truth.
